Paper Guidelines
1. Please prepare your full paper according to the following guidelines.
a) The paper size should be A4 with the left and right hand margins set at 20.00 mm. The top and bottom margins should be set at 30.00 mm. Keep single space and single column.
b) The title should be centered and in 12pt bold Arial.
c) Authors names should be centered and in 10pt 10 pt italic style. If more than one author, please mark the presenting author’s name with an asterisk.
d) Authors affiliations should also be centered and in 10pt italic style.
e) Abstract of 200 through 250 English words should be included. Please reduce the size of your abstract from 300~500 to 200~250 English words. 
f) Keywords should be left justified in 10pt Times New Roman. Please show 3 to 5 keywords in the manuscript.
g) The text should be left and right justified in 10 pt Times New Roman.
h) Tables should be numbered consecutively in the order that they are cited in the text. All tables must be placed within the text of the paper. Do not include tables depend on color for meaning. Include headings above all tables. Each table must have a caption typed directly above it.
i) All graphs, charts, drawings and photographs are to be referred to as Figures and should be numbered consecutively in the order that they are cited in the text. All figures must be placed within the text of the paper. Figures must have captions and must be photographically reproducible, i.e. the resolution of the figures should be equal to or larger than 300 DPI. Photocopies of figures reproduce poorly are not acceptable. Do not include figures that depend on color for meaning.
2. The least and maximum pager number of a full paper are 4 and 14 respectively. No such limits for the plenary lectures.
3. Please prepare your full paper in both Microsoft Word and PDF formats and email both files as attachments to Dr. Baijun Yan (baijunyan@ustb.edu.cn or molten12@csm.org.cn) by January 31, 2012.
4. Conference proceeding and copyright policy
a) All accepted papers will be published in the conference proceedings on CD-ROM. The abstracts will be printed in hard–copy form, and handed out to all participants upon registration.
b) Copyright transfer is not required for papers published in this conference proceedings on CD-ROM. 
5. Styling of References
a) References to published literature should be listed numerically in order of their first appearance in text. 
b) Reference numbers are indicated in text by superscript numerals, e.g., ... phase [1,2,5-7].
c) If the work being cited is an article in a book or journal, the article title must be included. 
d) All authors’ names must be listed.
e) Use journal abbreviations as given in the current listing of Chemical Abstracts Service Source Index. 
Example: Authors. Article Title. Journal, year, volume(issue number), pages.

f) If an article is written in a language other than English, list English translation of the original title, and the original language should be indicated at the end. 
Example: Authors. Article Title. Journal, year, volume(issue number), pages, language.
H. Grein. Cavitation: An Overview. Rev. Tech. Sulzer, 1974, p 87–112, in French.
g) References to articles in books, including published conference proceedings, should include the title and the pages within the book.
Example: Authors. Article Title. Book Title, edition, Date of conference (Location of Conference), Publisher, year, pages.
